7. SPECIAL RULES AND FACILITIES

High water detectors have been placed under certain bridges and
in certain areas where flash floods or dangerously high water might
oceur. These detectors when actuated by high water set adjacent
automatic block signals in stop position. Under such conditions trains
must not eross bridges so protected until a thorough examination has
been made to determine that the bridge has not been weakéned by high
water., Crews should promptly communicate with train dispatcher

11. STATUTORY REGULATIONS

In Oklahoma a passenger who refuses to pay his fare or to con-
form to any lawful regulation of the carrier, may be ejected from the
vehicle by the carrier. Butf this must be done with as little violence as
possible, and at any usual stopping place, or near some dwelling house.
After having ejected a passenger a carrier has no right to require
the payment of any part of his fare.

In Texas the railroad company has a right to eject from its train
any passenger who refuses, upon demand to produce a proper ticket
or other transportation, or pay his fare to hiz destination, and he may
be expelled at any point on the line of the road, whether at a station
or otherwise, with this limitation: In case a person is, by reason of
any infirmity, unable to travel or find his way from the point where
he is put off to a dwelling house or town, or the weather is so inclem-
ent as to render it unsafe or inhuman to eject a person at a point
other than a station, then such person should be ejected at a station
where suitable accommodation can be procured for his safety and
comfort.

In New Mexico statute authorizes the company to expel from its
trains at any stopping place, using no more force than may be neces-
sary, any passenger who, upon demand, shall refuse to pay his fare, or
shall behave in a rude, riotous or disorderly manner towards other
passengers, or the employes of such company in charge of such cars,
or whe, upon his attention being called thereto, shall persist in vio-
lating the rules of the corperation against gambling upon its cars;
and conductors in New Mexico will be guided by striet compliance
with this statute,
