11. STATUTORY REGULATIONS

In Oklahoma a passenger who refusea to pay his fare or {o con-
form to any lawful regulation of the carrier, may be ejected from the
vehicle by the carrier. But this must be done with as little violence as
possible, and at any usual stopping place, or near seme dwelling house.
After having ejected a passenger a carrier has no right to require
the payment of any part of his fare.

In Texas the railroad company has a right to eject from its train
any passenger who refuses, upon demand to produce a proper ticket

. In New Mexico statute authorizes the company to expel from its
trains at any stopping place, using no more force than rmay he neces-
8ary, any passenger who, upon demand, shall refuse to pay his fare, or
shall behave in a rude, riotous or disorderly manner towards other
Passengers, or the employes of such company in charge of such cars,
or who, upon his attention being called thereto, shali persist in vio-
lating the rules of the corporation against gambling upon its cars;
and conductors in New Mexico will be guided by strict compliance
with this statute, )
