High water detectors have been placed under certain
bridges and in certain areas where high water might occur.
These detectors when actuated by high water set adjacent
signals in stop position. Under such conditions trains must
not cross bridges so protected until a thorough examination
has been made to determine that bridge has not been weak-
ened by high water and, in addition, must observe the re-
quirements of Rule 820 or 321. Crews should promptly com-
municate with train dispatcher and every precaution for
gafety should be taken.
