TRAINS SUMMIT TO SAN BERNARDINO, WILL BE AS FOLLOWS:

1. Trains must not exceed an average of 115-tons per car, except unit trains
with helper locomotive cut in or at rear of train must not exceed an average of
135-tons per car.

2. Speed limit Summit to Cajon 15 MPH, Cajon to San Bernardine 20 MPH,
exceph:

(A) When total brake pipe reduction does not exceed 18 pounds, average
welght per car does not exceed 90 fons, and total weight does not exceed 4500
tons, speed may be incregsed 5 MPH.

5. When train stops between Summit and Cajon and locomotive brakes will
not hold train, a sufficient number of retainers and/or hand brakes must be set
on train before releasing air brakes. Brake system must be fully charaed before
proceeding.

6. When it is known before reaching Summit that locomotive consist does
not have operafive dynamic brake, one retainer for each 70 tons must be set in
high pressure position before leaving Summit.

7. When retainers are used, not less than ten (10) must be set.

8. When retginers are pesitioned before reaching Summit, or retainers are
not required, and it is known by conductor and engineman that prescribed brake
pipe pressure is indicated on gauges, frain may proceed without stopping, cther-
wise Rule 942 will apply.

1. Rule 5-72: Excep! us otherwise provided, all eustward trains are
superior to westward trains of the same class.

2. Rule 2: Standard clocks are located at Needles, Parker, Blythe,
Barstow (yard office and roundhouse), San Bernardino (roundhouse,
Rialto Ave. and “A” yard office), Los Angeles (Union Station, Redondo
Jet. and Hobart yard offices), Torrance, Fullerton, Oceanside, San Diego
(yard office and Division Foreman’s office).

Rule 3: Crews of Union Pacific and Southern Pacific trains, complying
with their Companies’ time regulations, may proceed over joint fracks,

Union Pacific trains using joint tracks between Riverside Jct. and Dag-
gett, and Southern Pacific trains between Riverside Jet. and May will be
governed by AT.&S.F. time table and Rules, Operating Department.

3. Within traffic control system limits, where maximum speed ex-
ceeds 20 MPH a train or engine must not clear the main track through
a hand-thrown switch, not electrically locked, for the purpose of meet-
ing, or passing or being passed by ancther train or engine.

4. Rule 80: Bulletin books are located "at Needles, Parker, Blythe,
Barstow, Victorville, San Bernardino, Kaiser, Corona, Fullerton, Pico
Rivera, Union Station, Redondo Junction, Hobart, Torrance, Watson,
Santa Ana, Oceanside, San Diego, and 22nd Street.
