. Safety is of first importance in the discharge of duty.
. Avoid all risks. Watch for unsafe conditions and correct

and report them.

. Look both ways bsfore crossing any track. Avold crose-

ing track in front of movement after signal 1a glven to
move. Do not stand or walk cn track when avoidable.

. Step over rails, frogs, switch guard ralls, interlocking

machinery or connections and not on them. Do not it
on ralls or ties or take refuge under car.

. Look out for approaching movements and alight out-

side of rails when getting off engine or car,

. When allghting from or boarding rear end of freight

train, use rear platform of caboose.

When bearding or alighting from a locomotive, caboose,
or car face In, as on a ladder. Observe footing and
clearances before alighting from moving or standing
engine or car. Keep firm grip on handheld until foot is
tirmly placed on ground or other support when engine
or car is standing.

Keep away from gide or end while riding top of car,
except for time requirad to operate brake or perform
other duty there.

. Do not ride on facing end of leading car or tralling end

of rear car when possible to avoid it.

When riding side or top of car, keep a close watch for
unsafe clearances.

Before going under or beiween standing cara or en-

glnes, first see or know they will not be moved. Other-

wise obtain suitable protection. No eignal should be

Eivan to move engine or cars when anyone 1s under or
aetween.

De not ride on footboard on forward end In direction
engine Is moving,

Do not ride on buffer plates, drawbars, brake beams,
brake wheels, end ladders, and on end of car contain-
ing load that may ehift.

¥irm grip and safe foothold are essential to safety
when on sglllatep, slde ladder, end platform, or in irans-
ferring or changing position.

‘When alighting from moving equipment extreme care
should be exercised. Avold getting off in an awhward
manner that will result in strains or sprains,

When enginemsan sees or knows that ground man ia
about to get on or off, he will regulate speed down to
point of assured safety. Consider the footing, visibility
and other conditions.

In setting or releasing brakes, be alert to the hazard
of slipping or losing hold, sudden lurch, stop or etart of
car, brake club breaking or slipping, brake chalns kink-
ing or overlapping, also grabbing or kicking of brake.
(Study the peculiarities and proper handlng of differ-
ent types of brakes.) Presgure on brake should be ex-
erted toward body of car, Do not hold brake tension by
hand—use the dog and ratchet.

Leave cars in clear and tied down to avold possibility
of fouling other tracks or man on side of car. D¢ not
leave cars standing on trackas too near street or high-
way crossing, preferably 75 feet away from the crossing.

Be prepared constantly for sudden start or stop and for
the shock of brake or slack action.

Use cut-lever to uncouple cars. If lever ia inoperative,
tie the movement down before crossing to opposite side.

It is prohibited to use foot or hand to adjust drawbar,
knuckle or lock pin while ear or Iocomotive {a in motion
or when another ¢ar is approaching within a car length.

22. Angle cocks will be closed before uncoupling air hose
when there is pressure In trmin line, When getting
brakes by turning angle cock, keep firm grip on hose.

23. Do not place hands, feet, or any part of body between
inside end of car and lumber, pipe, or other lading
likely to shift.

DIESEL LOCOMOTIVE HAZARDS

30. Enginemen and others will use hard rubber or non-
metallloc cased flaahlights in and around Diesel loco-
motives,

31. Naver place handa or face near maln generator or any
high voltage equipment while it is working under Ioad.

32. Do not emoke or have open flame in engine room.

33. Rings and wrist watches will not he worn while work-
ing around electirical equipment.

24. Fuses will not be pulied while under load.

35. High voltage cabinet will not be opened while motor is
runnoing, other than idling.

36. Stepping out of side doors of moving Diesel units to
platform or other side elevation is prohibhited.

37. At any time an engine is overheated or shut down for
mechaniczl defect, no handhold cover plate should be
removed untfl sufficient time has elapsed to permit
engine to cool down sufficiently to prevent possibility
of an explosion (minimum one hour}.

38. Employes and others will not pass through nose door
of units when locomotive is in motion.

THE FOLLOWING 1S ALSC PROHIBITED:
Giving signsl to move an engine or cars and then crossing
track in front of movement.

{a) Giving signal to move an engine or care without first
placing switch in proper position.

(b) Throwing or attempting to throw awiich too short a
distance ahead of an approaching traln or engines.

(e) Engineman drifting down too close to switches that are
to be thrown.

To stand on top of a box ear, covered hopper, caboose or
any other similar car while such car is moving under an
overhead structure. :

Permitting any car with a defective or missing handhold
to be moved or set out without first notitylng &l1 employes
on the train and making wire report to the Superintendent.
Throwing any object from & train or engine without firat
ascertaining whether any person is nearby who might be
strnek and injured.
