1. If an error or misstatement has beeﬁ made some-
where along the route, put forth every effort to correct
it. Nothing should be considered too trivial.

2, Ever be alert to the safety and comfort of your
passengers, and freely give information and advice when
requested. The aged, infirm and the young passenger
traveling unaccompanied require special attention. Be'
helpful to them in every way possible, particularly in
assisting them on and off trains, and occasionally inquire
as to their comfort.

3. Protect both coach and sleeper passengers
against undue noise or disturbance, particularly at night.
Remember they pay to sleep.

4. 'The avoidance of arguments or friction with
passengers,is a test of your diplomacy. A calm and
pleasant manner, regardless of the circumstances, is the
best assurance of your suceess.

- 5. Keep posted on connecting line train service,
arbitrary holds they have in effect for our trains, and
advise passengers so as to avoid, as far as possible, any
uneagsiness on their part about missing connections, and
when same is unavoidable, tell them what time the next
connection is due to depart.

6. Cheerfully offer explanation of unusual delays
and pass such information to other members of your
crew—Brakeman, Porter, Pullman and Dining Car em-
ployes—so they too may advise passengers. Generally
speaking, passengers will gladly accept a condition which
they understand, but on the contrary are irritated when
kept in ignorance.

7. Neatness of appearance and courtesy bespeak
pride in your job, and create good-will for the Railroad.

8. Being considerate of others is the key to popular-
ity. This applies to the institution and individual alike.
Many of your passengers may be riding a train for their

10. On crowded trains, Missouri Pacific Lines em-
ployes riding on passes should, and will if properly ap-
proached, cheerfully cooperate in seeing that revenue
passengers are given every possible consideration.

11. - Train Porter should keep coa_aches clean and in
tidy condition at all times. Toilets particularly are the
source of adverse comment. Inspect them frequently,

12. AVOID ROUGH HANDLING OF YOUR

"TRAIN, Missouri Pacific Lines enginemen have an en-

viable reputation for smooth starting, running and stop-
ping of their trains. Never lose sight of this feature, as
passengers are more disposed to avoid the route that does
not give them a smooth ride, than they are to exert the
effort involved in registering complaints about it. '

13. Of equal importance is SMOOTH HANDLING
OF FREIGHT TRAINS. Rough handling results in dam-
aged lading and delays due to damaged equipment, which
creates dissatisfied customers.

14, On-time delivery of passengers and freight at
destination is what the customers pay for and expect.
Your best efforts, always within the zone of safety,
should be extended to keep your trains on time or to
regain time whenever necessary and possible.

When passengers or employes are injured, and require treatment, the nearest company surgeon will be called. When absolutely
necessary outside surgeons may be called, but as far as practicable, only o give first aid. They must be so informed at the time.
If the injured person is a trespasser upon the right of way of this company, such person must be turned over to the county auth-
orities of the county in which the injury oeccurs.

Hospital ambulance will meet patients at Palestine depot who are on cots, sick or injured. Do not request ambulance when
patients can be carried to hospital in car. Conductors when wiring chief surgeon or dispatcher, will state whether ambulance or car

will be needed.
