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SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS

The following rules are repeated from the
Uniform Code of Operating Rules for emphasis:

GENERAL NOTICE (in part): SAFETY is of the
FIRST importance in the discharge of duty.

RULE B: Employes must have a proper understand-
ing and working knowledge of and obey all rules and in-
structions in whatever form issued, applicable to or affect-
ing their duties. If in doubt as to their meaning, employes
must apply to the proper officer for an explanation.

When properly authorized, rules may be cancelled,
superseded or changed by:

(1) General Order,

{2) Bpecial instructions in the timetable or in pam-
phlet form,

{3) Paster in the book of rules.

RULE E (in part): Employes must render every as-
sistance in their power in carrying out the rules and instruc-
tions. Courteous cooperation between employes is required
for proper functioning under the rules and instructions.

RULE 107 (in part): Conductors and engineers must
bring about cooperation between all members of the crew.

Both the conductor and engineer are responsible for the
safety of the train and the observance of the rules.

Although engineers are under the direction of the con-
ductor regarding the supervision of trains, they will not com-
ply with any instructions which imperil the safety of the
train or involve a violation of the rules.

Where safety of trains and observance of rules are in-
volved, brakemen and firemen are responsible to the extent
of their ability to prevent accident or violation of rules. They
will not comply with any instructions which imperil the safety
of the train or involve a violation of the rules.

RULE 108: In case of doubt or uncertainty, the SAFE
course MUST be taken. .

RULE 101 (in part): Conductors and engineers must
inform themselves of conditions, and during and after ex-
cessive rains, heavy storms, fogs, or any condition which
may restrict visibility or affect condition of track, must re-
strict speed of their train to insure ABSOLUTE SAFETY,
and if in doubt of being able to proceed safely, train must be
placed in siding until it is safe to proceed.

When storms, fogs, or other conditions obscure track
or signals from points where they are plainly seen under
normal conditions, speed must be restricted to insure seeing
and complying with indications of any and all signals, RE-
GARDLESS OF LOSS OF TIME:

RULES 2 and 3 of Rules and Instructions for Train
Dispatchers:

The train dispatcher js in position to render valuable
service in bringing about compliance with the rules; first by
habitually conforming to the rules in the daily perform-
ance of his own duties; second, by requiring compliance
with the rules on the part of operators, trainmen and others
with whom his duties bring him in daily contact; and, third,
by immediately reporting any rule violation, any negligence of
duty or any irregularity relating to the movement of trains
and the handling and execution of train orders.

Train dispatcher must bear in mind that his more ex-
tended means of commuriication and consequent knowledge
of conditions give him a point of view not available to any
other person connected with train, engine or yard movements,
and that it is his duty to impart that knowledge to others,
when it will promote safety, or without sacrificing safety,
will expedite movement of trains.

NOTE WELL AND REMEMBER:
1. No officer or employe has the authority to violate
a rule.

2. No officer or employe has the authority to tell anyone
to violate a rule.

TRAIN AND ENGINE CREWS

Always keep in mind that the revenue passenger is the BUYER, and that it is your job to make

every BUYER a satisfied customer.

1. If an error or misstatement has been made
somewhere along the route, put forth every effort to
correct it. Nothing should be considered too trivial.

2. Ever be alert to the safety and comfort of
your passengers, and freely give information and ad-
vice when requested. The aged, infirm and the young
passenger traveling unaccompanied require special
attention. Be helpful to them in every way possible,
particularly in assisting them on and off trains, and
occasionally inquire as to their comfort.

3. Protect both coach and sleeper passengers
against undue noise or disturbance, particularly at
night. Remember they pay to sleep.

4. The avoidance of arguments or friction with
passengers is a test of your diplomacy. A calm and
pleasant manner, regardless of the circumstances, is
the best assurance of your success.

5. Keep posted on connecting line train service,
arbitrary holds they have in effect for our trains,
and advise passengers so as to avoid, as far as pos-
sible, any uneasiness on their part about missing con-
nections, and when same is unavoidable, tell them
what time the next connection is due to depart.

6. Cheerfully offer explanation of unusual delays
and pass such information to other members of your
crew — Brakeman, Porter, Pullman and Dining Car
employes — so they too may advise passengers.
Generally speaking, passengers will gladly accept a
condition which they understand, but on the con-
trary are irritated when kept in ignorance.

7. Neatness of appearance and courtesy be-
speak pride in your job, and create good-will for
the Railroad.

8. Being considerate of others is the key to
popularity. This applies to the institution and
individual alike. Many of your passengers may be
riding a train for their first time. This is especially
true of the younger generation. Kind and attentive
treatment to make them feel at home creates addi-
tional passenger traffic. :

To that end, the following matters deserve your constant attention:

9. Remember that people traveling on passes
have a right to that privilege, and are entitled to
the same courteous treatment as other passengers.
A satisfied “free-transportation’ passenger is always
a booster.

10. On crowded trains, Missouri Pacific employes
riding on passes should, and will if properly ap-
proached, cheerfully cooperate in seeing that rev-
enue passengers are given every possible consider-
ation. '

11. Train Porter should keep coaches clean and
in tidy condition at all times. Toilets particularly
are the source of adverse comment. Inspect them
frequently. ‘

12. AVOID ROUGH HANDLING OF YOUR
TRAIN. Missouri Pacific enginemen have an
enviable reputation for smooth starting, running and
stopping of their trains. Never lose sight of this
feature, as passengers are more disposed to avoid the
route that does not give them a smooth ride, than
they are to exert the effort involved in registering
complaints about it.

13. Of equal importance is SMOOTH HAND-
LING OF FREIGHT TRAINS. Rough handling
results in damaged lading and delays due to dam-
aged equipment, which creates dissatisfied customers.

14. On-time delivery of passengers and freight
at destination is what the customers pay for and
expect. Your best efforts, always within the zone
of safety, should be extended to keep your trains on
time.

Bridge derrick cars (non-revolving} must be coupled to
flat car and support provided for boom; boom must be
chained or cabled to car stake irons with sufficient play
to allow for not less than 3 inches or more than 6 inches
lateral movement; and uncoupling levers must be dis-
connected between derrick car and idler car. Derrick
cars may be handled in train with boom ahead or trail-
ing as reqiiested by messenger accompanying.

Bridge Derrick-Pile Driver (combination machine).........

Bridge derrick-pile driver {combination machine) may
be shipped either as a derrick or as a pile driver. When
shipped as a derrick, its movement shall be governed
by the regulations applying to wxecking cranes.

American ditchers, self-propelling, must be coupled to
flat car and uncoupling levers between machine and
flat car must be disconnected.

Bucket must be
taised to clear idler car approximately eight inches
and shored firmly against boom through 4 inch by 6
ineh timber with all slack taken out of hoist cable.
Water tank and boiler should be drained and rear of
machine must be faced toward fromt of train. Side
rods and cranks must be removed from trucks.

Locomotive Cranes or Clam Shells. ... ... . c00iiiviinns

Locomotive cranes or clam shells must be coupled to
flat car and uncoupling levers between machine and
flat car must be disconnected. Boom must be discon-
nected from rotating portion of machine and supported
entirely upon flat car. Cables need not be removed
from bheoom, but must be left slack between machine
and boom. Water tank and boiler should be drained
and coal bunker should be emptied., The rear of
machine must face toward front of train, except when
machine is accompanied by tendcr for use on bridge
construction work and reversal is necessary from
junction point to job to place it in working position
upon arrival at destination.
