Staking or poling out cars when practicable to aveld It, When dons,

employe should follow the push pole.

Permittlng any car with a defective or missing hand hold to be moved

or sat out without firat notifying all employes on the train end making

wire report to the Superintendent.

Pushing cars or backlng engines over publle crossinge at grade without

glgnal from member of crew on leading car, rear of englne tank, or on

crosging. Crossings must be appreached prepared to atop.

Leaving cars standing on tracks too near strest or highway crossings.
Cars must be left at least sixty (60) feet away from crossing where
poasibla.

Hanging dope pails on hand helds, door guldes, or zides or end ladders
of cars,

Hanging equlrt hose over or through locomeotive hand holds, or im
gangways between engine and tender, except where brackets have
been provided to retailn in such a pesition it will not be mistaken for
a2 hand held. :

Tightening packing nuts on lubricator glasseés or waler gauge glassea
while there i3 any pressure Within the glasses.

Opening blow off or cylinder cocks near a bullding, street, highway,
or In any location where escaping steam and water may cause Injury
or inconvenience to persons or damage to property. Startlng and
shutting off Injectors onm engines which have overflow plpes outside
of ash pan without [irst ascertaining that mo one la near or llable to
injury.

Riding on locomotlve {foothoards, pllots, or elsewhere)} or om care or
trains in yards by employes whose duties do not require them to do so
unless authorized by proper autherity.

Throwing any object from & traln or engloe without first mecertalning
whether any person is standlng nearby whe might be struck and imjured.
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
