Rules 16, 8-89(A) and 104(A) of the Rules, Operating Depart-
ment, revised 1963, are amended as follows:

‘Rule 16: ((%: Cancelled, (1) and {m) amended to read:

When standing — apply or release air
brakes.
(m): When running — brakes sticking; look

back for hand signals.
NOTE:—Hand or lamp signals must be given in addi-

tion to communicating signals (a), (¢) and (1).

Rule S-89(A). Amended to read: At meeting poinf, the train
holding main track must stop clear of the track to be used by the
train to be met and, if practicable, be protected by lining the switch,

Rule 104(A). Amended to read: When a train is clear of main
track, to be met or passzed by another train, employe attending the
switch will not go nearer the switch than the clearance point until
the expected train has been met or has passed.

When a train is on the main track, to be met or passed by another
train, employe attending the switeh will, after lining and locking it,
jmmediately return to the clearance point and remain back of that
point until expected train clears the main track.

When necessary to go beyond the switch in flageing, the flagman
must remain at least 150 feet away from the switch while approaching
train is passing over it.

The conductor or engineman must have an oral understanding
with the employe attending the switch as to the required handling
under this rule.

Employes using: switches must observe whether switch points fit
properly after switch is lined, and must grasp the lock chain and pull
it to insure that the lock is securely fastened.

Employes, in alighting from trains to change switches, must get
off on opposite side of train from switch stand when te do so will not
endanger their safety.

Crews of trains which are clear of main track must not give “pro-
ceed” signals to approaching trains.

1. Except as otherwise provided, Eastward Trains are superior to
Westward Trains of the same class.
