Employes using switches must observe whether switch points fit
properly after switch iy lined, and must grasp the lock chain and pull
it to insure that the lock is securely fastened.

Employes, in alighting from trains to change switches, must get
off on opposite side of train from switch stand when to de so will not
endanger their safety.

Crews of trains which are elear of main track must not give “pro-
ceed” signals to approaching trains.
