FARES AND TICKETS —

CHILDREN’S FARES — Children under five years of age may
ride without charge when accompanied by a parent or guardian.
However, one half-fare ticket is required when one, two or three
children under five have exclusive use of a berth or parlor car
seat. Children five years of age and under twelve, are charged
a half-fare; children 12 years and older, full fare.

TICKET REFUNDS — You may obtain refunds on partly or wholly
unused tickets by consulting your local agent or by mailing the
tickets, with an explanation of their non-use, to C&O. Please
send refund requests to Passenger Traffic Department, Chesa-
peake and Ohio Railway, Richmond, Virginia 23210.

PULLMAN REFUNDS — So that you may obtain an immediate
refund, Pullman space not needed must be cancelled not later
than the day before train departure. Just call any C&O ticket
office. If the space is cancelled on the day of departure more
than four hours before train time, only half of the original charge
can be refunded. No refund can be made when Pullman space
is cancelled within four hours of train time.

LOST ARTICLES — C&O is pleased to assist patrons to recover
lost articles, but it cannot assume responsibility for unchecked
articles left in cars or stations.
