For a child five years of age and under twelve, one-half adult railroad ticket will
be required, in addition to the charge for seat or berth assigned. One-half adult rail-
road ticket, good in sleeping or parlor car, is required for a child or children under
five years of age, occupying separate Puliman unit than adult accompanying, in addi-
tion to charge for accommodation provided. Additional railroad or Pullman collection
will not be made for a child or children under five years of ag‘e assigned the same
seat or berth, nor when provided with additional berth or seat in the same room, as
adult passenger.

PULLMAN REFUND

is released not later than the day before train departure, trip is interrupted due to
late arrival of a connecting train, or for any reason space as ticketed is not available.
