Those designated “1” or “2” may be used by trains in either di-
rection unless otherwise instructed by special instructions for the
subdivision on which located, or by train order.

Capacity of Sidings column indicates the number of cars of
average length of 49 feet that siding will hold between fouling
points, in addition to one steam engine and caboose.
