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Bonneville Dam, adjacent to North Bonneville, Washington, 49 miles east of Portland, Oregon on the main
line of the Spokane, Portland and Seattle Railway.

This dam, which is one of the government’s greatest power-navigation projects, was built at a cost exceeding

$81,386,000.00. A wonderful view of this great work of engineering and the surrounding mountains ranging in
altitude from 2,000 to 5,000 feet, may be seen from the trains of the S. P. & S. Railway.
