This dam, which is one of the government’s greatest power-navigation projects, was
built at a cost exceeding $81,386,000.00. A wonderful view of this great work of en-
gineering and the surrounding mountains ranging in altitude from 2,000 to 5,000 feet,
may be seen from the trains of the S. P. & S. Railway.
