Excess weight charges will
be made over authorized allowance. Money, jewelry, negotiable
papers, liquids, fragile or perishable articles, radios, typewriters, tele-
vision sets, phonographs and household goods are examples of some
grtlicles not checkable as baggage, and railroads cannot accept responsi-

ility.

Service Charge. Passengers desiring to check their baggage to be han-
dled in baggage cars, may do so with the baggage agent at a charge of
35¢ per piece.
