BAGGAGE. Personal baggage consisting of wearing apparel, toilet articles (except
liquids) and personal effects in actual use, and necessary for the use, comfort and
convenience of the passenger while on the journey, may be checked in baggage service.
Money, jewelry, silverware, negotiable papers and like valuables, liquids, fragile or

sale, must not be enclosed in baggage to be checked. Carriers will not be responsible
for such articles.

Passengers are urged to check all baggage except that actually needed for use enroute.
They are also urged to check baggage in advance so that it may be forwarded on a
preceding train. Every effort will be made to facilitate handling of baggage but the
railroad does not guarantee its forwarding on the same train with the owner nor the
time of its arrival at destination.

Passengers may check without additional charge 150 pounds of baggage not exceeding
$100 in value on each adult ticket and 75 pounds not exceeding $50 in value on each
child’s half-fare ticket. Around the World or Trans-Pacific passengers may check without
additional charge 350 pounds not exceeding $100 in value ‘on each adult ticket and
175 pounds not exceeding $50 in value on each child’s half-fare ticket.

Each passenger has the privilege of declaring a higher value than the free ‘allowance
on his baggage at time of checking. A nominal charge will be made for each $100, or
fraction thereof, declared in excess of the free allowance.
