Each time table from the moment it takes effect supersedes the preceding time table, and its schedules take effect
on anv division at the leaving time at their initial stations on such division. But when a schedule of a preceding time
table corresponds in number, class, date of leaving, direction and initial and terminal stations with a schedule of the
new time table, a train authorized by the preceding time table will retain its train orders and assume the schedule of
the corresponding number of the new time table.

Schedules on each division date from their initial stations on such division. Not more than one schedule of the same
number and day shall be in effect on any division.

Third and Fourth class and extra trains are required to approach and pass all water tanks, coal chutes, yard and stations
completely under control. Speed must be reduced and enginemen and trainmen must commence to get their train
"in hand" in ample time so that under no circumstances whatever shall it be possible for it to strike any train, car or

engine which may be occupying the track, responsibility for safety rests with the approaching third and rourth class or
extra train. The distance approaching train must be imder control is where yard limit boards are placed at stations,
and in the absence of yard limit boards you will be imder control at the station whistling board, and in the absence
of station whistling boards you will have your train absolutely under control one-half mile from the farthemost
switch east or west of the station, whichever the case may be, so there will be no possibility whatever of the
approaching train striking another train, car or engine occupying main track unprotected.

Employes are hereby notiffed that there are coal chutes, platforms and other structures, located on the main line and
on sidings, also structures and platforms belonging to private corporations and persons, located on industrial sid
ings and spurs, that'V^LL NOT CLEAR a man riding on the side of a car; all employes must PROTECT
themselves from injury in passing such structures. Persons are particularly cautioned against standing upright
on top of covered cars while passing through bridges.
