When signn.] so changes, Conductor will give engineman
hand or lamp signal to proceed,and engineman will not proceed without such signal.

On freight trains, approaching signal, head brakeman must station himself in
engine gangway on side on which signal is located; must observe Sosition of signal
and speed of train; must observe whether signal changes from PROCEED to STOP
position as train strikes insulated joints at signal; and must advise engineer of such
observation.

In case of STOP, having waited five minutes, should signal not change to
PROCEED, or should it not change to STOP as train strikes insulated joints at
signal and a train cannot be seen or heard within the limits of the block, train may
proceed under protection of flagman.
