uired to have copy and be conversant with current rules and regula-
ons of LAUPT.

RULE 105. Sidings designated “E” in capacity of sidinss col-
umn are assigned for use by eastward trains; those designated “W”
are assigned for use by westward trains. Those designated “N” for
North, and “S” for South, are assigned for use by trains as shown in
special instructions for the subdivision on which located.

Capacity of sidings column indicates the number of cars of
average length of 49 feet that siding will hold between fouling
points, in addition to one steam engine and caboose.

RULE 82-A. Trains to or from San Joaquin Division authorized
on San Joaquin or Los Angeles Division are also authorized between
Los Angeles or Los Angeles Yard and Burbank Jet. and will display
numbers and signals, if any, accordingly between Los Angeles or
Los Angeles Yard and Burbank Jet.
