RULE 5. Schedule times shown in small type indicate special
instructions in the timetable govern movement.

RULE S-72. Westward trains are superior to trains of the
same class in the opposite direction.

RULE 105. Capacity of Sidings column indicates the number
of cars of average length of 49 feet that siding will hold between
fouling points, in addition to one engine and caboose. 1

| Sidings designated “E” are assigned for use by eastward trains,
those designated “W” are assigned for use by westward trains, those
designated “M” may be used by trains in either direction. Those
designated “1,” “2,” or “3” are assigned for use by trains as shown in
special instructions for the subdivision on which located.

RULE 221. Light will not be displayed in train-order signals
on Porterville line and all branches, except when train-order oper-
ator is on duty.

SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS—FRESNO SUBDIVISION

RULE 82-A. Eastward trains originating and westward trains
igrminating Fresno Yard are not required to obtain clearance at

resno.

Westward trains originating will obtain train orders and check
register at Kern Jct. instead of Bakersfield, and need not obtain
clearance or check register at Bakersfield.

Engines to operate between Famoso and Richgrove must obtain
clearance before leaving Famoso.

RULE 83. Identification may be made by trains between
Fresno and Calwa Tower to be applied at end of double track, and
eastward trains except first-class may identify westward trains ex-
cept first-class between Fresno Yard and Fresno to be applied at
end of double track. Trains approaching each other between these
stations must reduce speed sufficiently to permit identification, and
Rule 14 (k) will apply.

Inferior trains may run ahead of first-class trains Bakersfield to
Saco without train-order authority.

RULE 83-A. At the following stations only the trains indi-
cated will register:

Operator Bakersfield will report arrival and departure of all
regular trains originating or terminating on Fresno Subdivision to
operator Kern Jet. who will enter on register and verify by repeat-
ing registration.

RULE 83-B. At open train-order offices trains may register
by ticket as follows:

Famoso........ Trains to or from Porterville line.

RULE 105. Goshen Jet. No. 1 siding is track south of Tulare
line main track extending from MP-237.5 to MP-239.8 for use by west-
ward trains. No. 2 siding is track north of Tulare line main track ex-
tending from MP-238.8 to MP-239.8 for use by eastward trains.

Tulare. Siding is for use only by passenger trains, light engines
and local freight trains.

Famoso. First track north of Tulare line main track, between
Signals 2916-3087 and Signals 2926-2929 at junction switch is desig-
nated Porterville line main track and will be used by trains in both
directions on Porterville line and as a siding for use by eastward
trains on Tulare line, and is not protected by block signals. Trains
from Porterville line must approach crossover at Signals 2916-3087
prepared to stop and if track is seen to be clear may proceed with
caution not exceeding 15 MPH to junction switch. Trains to Porter-
ville line will proceed with caution not exceeding 15 MPH from
junction switch to crossover at Signals 2916-3087. Normal position
of inside switch of crossover at Signals 2916-3087 will be for move-
ment to Porterville line.

. Track south of Tulare line main track is designated westward
siding and assigned for use by westward trains on Tulare line.

RULE 221. Calwa Tower is train-order office only for east-
ward trains.

Coalinga is train-order office only between 7:00 AM and 4:00 PM,
daily, except Saturdays, Sundays and Holidays.

RULE D-251. Will apply on both tracks between Fresno Yard
and Calwa Tower.

SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS—TEHACHAPI SUBDIVISION

RULE 3. Conductors on eastward AT&SFRy trains show on
reverse side of register ticket left at Kern Ject. watch comparison
made at AT&SFRy station Bakersfield, also comparison with
engineers.

RULE 82-A. Trains will not be required to obtain clearance
at Kern Jet. and Bakersfield, except trains originating, or receiving
orders at these stations.

Engines to operate on Arvin branch must obtain clearance at
Bakersfield or Kern Jet.

Trains to operate as Nos. 802, 804, and 808 or sections thereof,
on Mojave Subdivision from Mojave, are authorized to assume such
identity at Bakersfield or Kern Jct. instead of Mojave.

Trains authorized as Nos. 801, 803, 805 and 807, or sections
thereof on Mojave Subdivision are also authorized to continue dis-
glay of indicators and signals, if any, through to Kern Jet. or Bakers-

eld and will receive clearance accordingly at Mojave.

RULE 83-A. At the following stations, only the trains indi-
cated will register:

Bakersfield...... First-class trains, eastward and westward
freight trains terminating. .
KernJet......... AT&SFRy trains and eastward SP trains

except first-class originating at Bakersfield.
ngines to or from Arvin Branch must register at Bakersfield
or Kern Jct.

RULE 83-B. At open train-order offices trains may register by
ticket as follows:

Bakersfield. ..... All trains.
KernJet......... AT&SFRy trains.
Mojave ......... All trains.

Conductors of eastward and westward freight trains terminat-
ing at Bakersfield will leave train register ticket with waybills.and
yardmaster will arrange for delivery to operator at Bakersfield who
will enter registration.

RULE D-97-A. Applies on both main tracks between Kern Jet.
and Sandcut; and between Tehachapi and Mojave.

RULE D-251. Will apply as follows: Both main tracks between
Kern Jet. and Sandcut; and between Tehachapi and Mojave.

SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS—MOJAVE SUBDIVISION

RULE 82-A. Trains to San Joaquin Division originating at Los
Angeles or Los Angeles Yard must obtain San Joaquin Division
clearance, and need not obtain clearance at Burbank Jct., if cleared
by train-order signal.

Owenyo: Crew ordered for No. 702 on Saturdays and Holidays
may assume schedule without obtaining clearance.

Keeler: Crew arriving Keeler on No. 702 may assume schedule
of No. 703 without obtaining clearance.

Owenyo: Crew arriving Owenyo on No. 700 may assume schedule
of No. 701 without obtaining clearance.

Extra trains originating at Mojave and operating between Mojave
and Creal will display indicators as an Extra train on entire trip as
indicated by the engine number of the lead unit leaving Mojave and
are authorized to operate as Extra trains between Mojave and Creal
wit(.lhcout olbtaining a clearance. Rule 99 will not apply between Mojave
and Creal.

RULE 83. Extra trains originating at Mojave en route Creal,
in addition to information required by the train register, must reg-
ister destination of trip (turninﬁ point) and date of departure in the
column captioned “Signals.” When trip has been completed, date of
arrival at Mojave must also be entered in column captioned “Signals.”
An extra train en route Creal must not leave Mojave until it has been

-ascertained from the train register that all preceding Extra trains
via the route to be used have completed their trip and registered time
and date‘gf arrival at Mojave accordingly.

RULE 83-A. At the following stations, only the trains indi-
cated wil| register:
Saugus........ Trains originating or terminating.

RULE 83-B. At open train-order offices trains may register
by ticket as follows:

. When a regular train or section of schedule is checked on reg-
ister at Los Angeles it will not be necessary to obtain check of the
same train at Burbank Jct.

RULE 105. Saugus: Westward siding extends from MP 451.5
to connection with main track just west of Signal 4505, and is
assigned for use by westward trains.

Eastward siding is first track north of main track and is west
of station building, and is assigned for use by eastward trains, but
may also be used by trains and engines when necessary to do switch-
ing on corral or house track.

Trains or engines must not foul westward siding from east end
of Bunnell storage track until permission is received from train-
order operator.

RULE 208. Third and fourth paragraphs will not apply at
Vincent if train order restricting the movement of a train at Vincent
is to be delivered, the operator may deliver the order, but must not
c:ear igterlocking signal at the leaving end of siding until train has
stopped.

This rule will not apply to westward trains at Burbank Jct.
when train to which restricting order is addressed is entering siding.
