Rule 3: Crews of Southern Pacific and Sacramento Northern
trains, having complied with their Companies’ time regulations, may
proceed over joint track.

Southern Pacific trains using joint track on Fresno Interurban District
and between Ducor and Porterville Jet. and Sacramento Northern trains
using joint track between Stockton Tower and Pittsburg will be governed
by A.T.&S.F. time table and Rules, Operating Department.

3. Within traffic control system limits, where maximum speed
exceeds 20 MPH, a train or engine must not clear the main track
through a hand-thrown switch, not electrically locked, for the purpose of
meeting, passing or being passed by another train or engine.
