7. Rule 105(A) Track side Warning Devices:

When dragging equipment indicators actuated, stop and inspect
train.

When rock slide indicated, trains must proceed at restricted speed
until track at this location is known to be clear.

When trains stopped at signals in connection with high water indica-
tor, bridge and track must be inspected before proceeding over bridge.

Abnormal heat from hot wheels (sticking brakes), overheated journals,
traction motor or suspension bearings, will actuate track side indicators
causing rotating white light to illuminate at detector (scanner) and
locator locations. Dragging equipment will also activate wayside
indicators.

When actuated by a train, stop must be made at locator, readout
observed and instructions in locator cabinet complied with. If abnormal
heat or dragging equipment is not found on equipment indicated by
locator, close inspection must be made on three cars (or units) on either
side of indicated equipment.

If lamp or counters fail to show location of overheated equipment,
the entire train must be thoroughly inspected for hot journals, wheels,
bearings, or dragging equipment.

On inspections required above, give particular attention to heat of
journals and hub of wheels. If nothing found wrong, train may proceed
at prescribed speed, but must make two stops within next 60 miles at
approximately 30 mile intervals for thorough inspection of train, unless
train passes an intervening hot box detector or train is delivered to
terminal where mechanical inspection is made. At crew change points
where mechanical inspections are not made, inbound crew will inform
relieving crew of existing condition.

When track side indicator is illuminated before train reaches scanner,
stop must be made and locator observed unless otherwise instructed by
train dispatcher. If any lamps are lighted, be governed by the three
preceding paragraphs. If no lamps are lighted, train may proceed at
prescribed speed and be observed closely enroute.

When suspected journal on freight equipment indicated by locator
is a roller bearing journal, the car must be set out unless cause found
to be sticking brakes and condition corrected.

When a train is stopped by detector, Form 1572 Standard must be
filed at first office of communication.

Trains must not exceed speed of 30 MPH while moving over hot box
detectors (scanners) when:

(a) it is snowing or sleeting; or
(b) there is snow on ground which can be agitated by a moving
train.
