I. It is the conductor’s responsibility to determine the identity and location of
hazardous material shipments in the train. The conductor will communicate
the information to members of the train and engine crew. Hazardous
material shipments can be identified by checking.

Waybill: The train crew is required to have shipping paper (waybill) for
hazardous material shipment in the train. A shipping paperis also required for
certain empty tank cars last containing hazardous materials. Essential
information included on the shipping paper is the proper shipping name,
hazard class, quantity, identification number and -RQ- notation when
applicable, and placards applied.

Wheel Reports: The train crew is required to have a wheel report, consist,
switch list or other document indicating the position in the train of each loaded
placarded car.

Placards: Certain cars, trailers, and containers loaded with hazardous
materials are required to be placarded. Certain empty tank cars which last
contained a hazardous material are required to be placarded.

Commodity Codes: The commodity code will be shown on the waybill and the
wheel report. Commodity codes starting with “49" indicate a hazardous
material.

II. In the event of an incident involving hazardous materials, your safety is the first
consideration. The following will apply, IF IT IS SAFE TO DO SO:

A. Notify the Chief Dispatcher by the quickest means possible. If Railroad
communications fail or are not available, call long distance to the
telephone number listed below:

(209) 237-4994

B. Determine the location in the train of cars involved in the incident.
Approach from the upwind (wind at your back) side and go no nearer than
absolutely necessary to assess the condition of the cars. Use your eyes, ears
and nose to detect any vapor or gas clouds, fire, smoke, unusual smells or
noises, leaking material, etc. If any are present, DO NOT GO NEAR THE
CARS. Smoking is prohibited in the vicinity of a hazardous material
incident.
